(2) According to Richard Stallman, 1.6.1 is not GPL-compatible,

    because its license has a choice of law clause.

Preamble

The licenses for most software are designed to take away your freedom to share and change it. By 
contrast, the GNU General Public Licenses are intended to guarantee your freedom to share and change 
free software--to make sure the software is free for all its users.

This license, the Lesser General Public License, applies to some specially designated software 
packages--typically libraries--of the Free Software Foundation and other authors who decide to use it. 
You can use it too, but we suggest you first think carefully about whether this license or the ordinary 
General Public License is the better strategy to use in any particular case, based on the explanations 
below.

When we speak of free software, we are referring to freedom of use, not price. Our General Public 
Licenses are designed to make sure that you have the freedom to distribute copies of free software (and 
charge for this service if you wish); that you receive source code or can get it if you want it; that you can 
change the software and use pieces of it in new free programs; and that you are informed that you can 
do these things.

To protect each distributor, we want to make it very clear that there is no warranty for the free library. 
Also, if the library is modified by someone else and passed on, the recipients should know that what they 
have is not the original version, so that the original author’s reputation will not be affected by problems 
that might be introduced by others.

Finally, software patents pose a constant threat to the existence of any free program. We wish to make 
sure that a company cannot effectively restrict the users of a free program by obtaining a restrictive 
license from a patent holder.

Historically, haproxy has been covered by GPL version 2. However, an issue

appeared in GPL which will prevent external non-GPL code from being built

using the headers provided with haproxy. My long-term goal is to build a core

system able to load external modules to support specific application protocols.

Since some protocols are found in rare environments (finance, industry, ...),

some of them might be accessible only after signing an NDA. Enforcing GPL on

such modules would only prevent them from ever being implemented, while not

providing anything useful to ordinary users.

For this reason, I *want* to be able to support binary only external modules

when needed, with a GPL core and GPL modules for standard protocols, so that

people fixing bugs don’t keep them secretly to try to stay over competition.

The solution was then to apply the LGPL license to the exportable include

files, while keeping the GPL for all the rest. This way, it still is mandatory

to redistribute modified code under customer request, but at the same time, it

is expressly permitted to write, compile, link and load non-GPL code using the

LGPL header files and not to distribute them if it causes a legal problem.

  5. Conveying Modified Source Versions.

A ìStandard Interfaceî means an interface that either is an official standard defined by a recognized 
standards body, or, in the case of interfaces specified for a particular programming language, one that is 
widely used among developers working in that language.

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    (For example, a function in a library to compute square roots has

    a purpose that is entirely well-defined independent of the

    application.  Therefore, Subsection 2d requires that any

    application-supplied function or table used by this function must

    be optional: if the application does not supply it, the square

    root function must still compute square roots.)

(b) under Patent Claims infringed by the making, using or selling of Original Software, to make, have 
made, use, practice, sell, and offer for sale, and/or otherwise dispose of the Original Software (or 
portions thereof).

(c) The licenses granted in Sections 2.1(a) and (b) are effective on the date Initial Developer first 
distributes or otherwise makes the Original Software available to a third party under the terms of this 
License.

  To "modify" a work means to copy from or adapt all or part of the work

in a fashion requiring copyright permission, other than the making of an

exact copy.  The resulting work is called a "modified version" of the

earlier work or a work "based on" the earlier work.

  A "covered work" means either the unmodified Program or a work based

on the Program.

K. For any section Entitled "Acknowledgements" or "Dedications",

   Preserve the Title of the section, and preserve in the section all

   the substance and tone of each of the contributor acknowledgements

   and/or dedications given therein.

L. Preserve all the Invariant Sections of the Document,

   unaltered in their text and in their titles.  Section numbers

   or the equivalent are not considered part of the section titles.

3.1 Licensing

Currently (Woodstox 2.0 and above), you can choose to use Woodstox either

according to terms of LGPL (2.1) or ASL (2.0) licenses.
