The licenses for most software are designed to take away your
freedom to share and changeit.

In 1995, Guido continued his work on Python at the Corporation for National
Research Initiatives (CNRI, see https://www.cnri.reston.va.us/) in Reston,
Virginiawhere he released several versions of the software.

In May 2000, Guido and the Python core devel opment team moved to BeOpen.com to
form the BeOpen PythonL abs team. In October of the same year, the PythonL abs
team moved to Digital Creations (now Zope Corporation; see

http://www.zope.com/). In 2001, the Python Software Foundation (PSF, see

Y ou may charge afee for the physical act of transferring a copy, and
you may at your option offer warranty protection in exchange for afee.

2. Y ou may modify your copy or copies of the Program or any portion
of it, thus forming awork based on the Program, and copy and
distribute such modifications or work under the terms of Section 1
above, provided that you also meet al of these conditions:
