The licenses for most software are designed to take away your
freedom to share and changeit.

Development versions

veversioner can also automatically make a version that corresponds to a commit
that isn't itself tagged.

Sphinx documentation

“Sphinx™_ documentation is yet another place where version numbers get
duplicated. Fortunately, since sphinx configuration is python code, vcversioner
can be used there too. Assuming veversioner isinstalled system-wide, thisis
quite easy. Since Sphinx istypically run with the current working directory as
“*<your project root>/docs, it's necessary to tell veversioner where the
project root is. Simply change your ““conf.py ™ to include::

Preamble

The licenses for most software are designed to take away your
freedom to share and changeit.

freedom to share and changeit. By contrast, the GNU General Public
Licenseisintended to guarantee your freedom to share and change free
software--to make sure the software isfree for al itsusers.
