The purpose of this License isto make a manual, textbook, or other

Y ou must make sure that they, too, receive
or can get the source code. And you must show them these terms so they
know their rights.

Developers that use the GNU GPL protect your rights with two steps:

The GNU Genera Public Licenseis afree, copyleft license for
software and other kinds of works.

The licenses for most software and other practical works are designed
to take away your freedom to share and change the works. By contrast,
the GNU General Public Licenseisintended to guarantee your freedom
to share and change all versions of a program---to make sure it remains
free software for all itsusers. We, the Free Software Foundation,

use the GNU Genera Public License for most of our software; it
applies also to any other work released thisway by its authors. You

When we speak of free software, we are referring to freedom, not
price. Our General Public Licenses are designed to make sure that you
