d) If afacility in the modified Library refersto afunction or a
table of datato be supplied by an application program that uses
the facility, other than as an argument passed when the facility

For the developers' and authors' protection, the GPL clearly explains
that there is no warranty for this free software.

The licenses for most software are designed to take away your
freedom to share and changeit.
